Ethics in intelligence is an emerging field without established guide​lines for resolving the ethical problems confronting the intelligence community.  There is no traditional or comprehensive ethic of responsibility, analogous to "just war" theory in military ethics.  Consequently, this conference provides a forum to engage the entire ethical terrain of intelligence work. From this comprehensive view we can begin to develop a consensus theory and practice of ethics for the problems that confront intelligence practitioners and their constituencies.  This conference is co-sponsored by The International Intelligence Ethics Association and The Johns Hopkins University, School of Education, Division of Public Leadership.

The conference will be held on February-22-23, 2008 in The Johns Hopkins University-Mt. Washington Conference Center, in Baltimore, Maryland. The conference is open to all relevant disciplines, including political science, history, law enforcement, philosophy, international relations, theology, to representatives of all legitimate stake-holders in intelligence ethics, including government, the press, and non-governmental organizations.
